Long Tahitian 
(with Grass Skirt)
Hawaiian print material (see costume chair for color approval first). You use the same material for the wedding and long Tahitian costume belt.  You also use the same halter top for both dances.  A total of 4 yards is enough for both costumes.
Top:  Burda #8312 – very easy – fit to wear with a bra if desired

Grass skirt:  (Natural color)
· Can be bought at for around $48 as of this date.  http://www.alohahulasupply.com/tahitian.htm 
· Skirt should be long to the ankles – cut after everything is done with girl standing on a chair – DON’T try doing it on the table…(experience speaking)
· Sew a band of white cotton around grass skirt band (don’t tie with the grass ties, they break)  I used a #18 needle available at Tanner’s. Use industrial 2” Velcro to close, at least 4” long to close securely
· Wear bikini bottom or dance pants underneath
Belt:-

· Tassels ($12) and rosettes ($12) and shell rosettes ($1.50 each)  have to be ordered in the right color – be sure to plan ahead.  Use  a color that harmonizes with your print, check with costume chair

· Use our  pattern, line with the stiffest Pelon interfacing you can find

· Close with industrial 2” Velcro, at least 4” long

· Dart the belt so it fits snugly on the hips.

· Glue gun rosettes and shell flowers (you need around 10)

· Use fish line to sew tassels with 3 black beads on to the belt under each rosette.  Make sure they are secure.

Leis: shell lei ($3) and plumeria head lei (Same as Hawaiian Wedding) available 
 Ii’s:  Come in sizes, use the natural color and get the size you are comfortable with. ($16) Tie a length of your Hawaiian material around the binding so we know which set is yours.
